It is now time to begin the selection process. of municipal representatives for the 2019 East
Central Council of Governments Board of Directors. Each town. is being asked to submit the
names of any of its council members or of its mayor if any of these individuals are interested in
serving on the COG Board. Nominations are due by November 16, 2018. If there is more than-
one nomination, ballots will then be developed and mailed to the respective town councﬂs by
November 19%.:

Votmg should take place at your late November or early December council meeting. All ballots
must be mailed back to the COG office for final tabulation by December 28, 2018. The current
representative on the -COG Board for Kit Carson County municipalities is Hal McNermney,
Burlmgton Town Council member.

The responsibilities of the Board of Directors of the ECCOG continue to be numerous. It is
vitally important that interested and knowledgeable persons be selected as board members and
that each person selected be able to attend a majority of the 6-7 meetings a year

The COG Board meets the first Wednesday of the month at 7:00 p.m. Bylaws were amended in
2009 to enable the Board to meet fewer times a year (previously it had been every month). Most
meetings are held in Limon. The first “official” 2019 board meeting will be March 6th (the
January 2, 2019 teleconference meeting will finalize December 2018 business). Some of the
board members eat supper together prior to the meeting. Mileage expenses incurred in attending
the meetings or participating in other related duties are reimbursed. Car poohng is arranged
whenever possible.

The ECCOG, in its coordination and cooperation.efforts for its membe_f local governmenté in
2019, will continue to focus on: economic development; including technical assistance in

business and industrial development to requesting communities and direct administration of
various economic development projects including: marketing and administration of the
Enterprise Zone on behalf of its service area; and administration of the $2,000,000 revolving
loan fund to assist in capitalization for new and expanding businesses and industry in the four-
county area. The Broadband Strategic Plan developed in 2015 will be continued in 2019 with
the education phase. The Opportunity Zone program became a new program under our
operations in 2018. Plans are being made now to promote our region through this national effort
to encourage private investments into eligible Census Tracts for economic development. In
2019, we will update our CEDS (Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy).

ECCOG will continue to provide services and funding for the senior citizen centers and meal
sites in all four counties. Needed highway construction project “lobbying”, monitoring the input
on new state legislation and rules and regulations that might adversely affect the rural plains,
continued promotion of Colorado’s Central Plains as a great place to live and do business,
heritage tourism promotion, grant preparation assistance to requesting communities and counties,
and main street improvement and historic preservation for requesting entities will continue to be
part of ECCOG’s 2019 scope of work.

Energy Impact funds and a continuing equitable distribution of the severance tax dollars to the
central plains counties involved in oil and gas production will again be aggressively pursued. In
addition to the previously outlined areas of emphasis, the Council of Governments will continue
to administer an annual Transportation grant that results in the purchase of additional mini-buses,
partial operation costs for these buses, and continued coordination of transportation services
among the communities.

In parinership with the Prairie Development Corporation, the East Central Council of Local
Governments has developed an “award winning” heritage tourism promotion program...Our
Journey. ECCOG and PDC will continue to build on this program in 2019.

To meet EDA criteria, the ECCOG Board was expanded in May of 2009 to include five “non-
government” representatives in addition to the four municipal representatives and the four county
commissioners. Each county now appoints a county commissioner to the Board and also
appoints a private business representative. The fifth private business board member is appointed
by the Prairie Development Corporation. The counties will make their two appointments to the
2019 ECCOG Board at their January reorganizational meetings.

It looks like 2019 will be a very busy year. The ECCOG Board has been a very cohesive and
close working group in the past and we anticipate that this same working relationship for the
“betterment of ali” will continue in the coming years. Working together to provide more with
less will continue to be even more important. Your interest and involvement is sincerely
requested.

City Administrator’'s Summary Report October 30 - November 12, 2018

Administration

e After last council session, have worked to finalize numbers in the draft budget, for your review this evening and
for public comment. After tonight, the final budget will be prepared and ready for review at the next council
meeting (November 26%). Final budget will be adopted by ordinance by council on December 10%, along with
ordinances to appropriate various sums of money spread acrass funds. Resolution to set mil levy will also take
place. During the last two weeks of the year the budget message will be developed, complete budget will be put
together and delivered to DOLA for filing. The budget as adopted and filed with DOLA must be balanced across
funds, and staff is committed to living within these budgeted numbers.

e GOCO has completed review of Grant for Park and Recreation Master Planning. Suggestions were incorporated
into the grant and grant has been submitted for funding consideration. For master planning purposes, we received
three bids for the project. Applications were reviewed at this time from which we will determine who will be the
best fit for the project. Currently we are performing reference checks on the top two candidates, again to
determine which entity will best fit Burlington. This information will be provided to you at the next scheduled
council session

© Election results for Tuesday, November 6%, showed 3,135 ballots cast in Kit Carson County, or 62% of registered
voters. Constitutional amendments 73 was rejected as this was a tax increase. Amendment 74 was approved by
voters in Kit Carson County with less than 51% approving this initiative, again, this was the initiative that had the
potential to affect local government the greatest. Although it did not pass throughout the state, voters here
approved of this measure. Propositions 109, 110, and 112 all were rejected by the people in the County and
statewide as well. Proposition 110 would have raised the Colorado sales tax rate. All tax measures were defeated
at the state level and here in Kit Carson County. The results mean husiness as usual for Burlington, though we all
know and recognize the need for increased revenues to continue to provide for basic services to our constituents.
The results indicate an uphill struggle over the next year to inform and educate a population on the need for tax
increases to fund basic services and maintain our aging infrastructure. Throughout the State, ballot initiatives
affecting local government and taxes saw mixed results. Several municipalities, counties, and school districts saw
widespread support for these measures where in others, they failed. We know how the voters in Kit Carson County
have voted, now we must tailor make a program to address both their and our needs.

® Beginning the process for streets and CDOT to work on HUTF reporting. Reporting is mandatory and keeps us
eligible for HUTF funding.

@ | have been meeting with Frontier Ag and Stratton Coop on the Cargill Rail Spur. This spur is owned by the City
and serves both Frontier and Stratton Equity Coop. We have been notified by Kyle Railroad that maintenance and
rehabilitation is needed on the track if they are to continue to serve these entities. Quotes have been received
from two entities to complete work. A huge discrepancy existed between the two, one coming in at $18,500 the
other at $41,500. Both have been onsite and provided information in the same manner and mode. We have
chosen to have Ameritrack Rail of El Dorado, KS perform the work (lowest bid). We have utilized them in the past
and the do good and timely work. Work to be performed the week of November 26%.



Operations

s  Water/Wastewater

o Ongoing water quality testing continues, along with continuous monitoring of our chlorination of effluent
from the wastewater treatment facility.

o Ongoing distribution of Cross Contamination/Backflow Prevention Surveys taking place. This will be an
ongoing process that will take us through the end of the year.

o Developing bid specifications for Sewer line replacement as specified in the 2018 budget. This
replacement will take place in 2019, early spring.

o All paperwork has been accepted by the State regarding the water quality project, and they have
distributed all remaining funds to Burlington. We continue with our efforts to keep them informed of
progress on the compliance order through quarterly reporting. The next report is due December 1* where
they wish to be informed of ongoing efforts and initiatives to isolate the areas for nitrates reaching the
groundwater and to plan for the future of our water quality in Burlington. We are working with Martin
and Wood to develop this report.

e Parks
o Leaf pickup in parks being performed, weather permitting.
